On Saturday, Nov. 7, 2009 the Moose fraternity was 

represented again, as officials from the National Park Service 

and families of the 40 passengers and crew members lost on 

Flight 93 conducted a formal groundbreaking for the 

National Memorial. Part icipating was Gary Jacobs, 

President of District 2 of the Virginia Moose Association, 

who shared a ceremonial shovel with Superintendent Hanley.  

The first phase of the Memorial is slated for dedication on 

Sept. 11, 2011. 

On the morning of Sept. 11, 2001, those 40 heroes -- seven 

crew members and 33 passengers -- mobilized and organized 

to fight back against Flight 93's four hijackers, who had 

commandeered the Newark-to-San-Francisco flight with the 

intent of crashing it in central Washington DC, into either 

the U.S. Capitol or the White House. As a result of the 

struggle in the cockpit, the hijackers abortively crashed the 

craft into the Somerset County field. There were no 

survivors--but no one on the ground was hurt. 

In 2006, Moose members began a campaign to raise funds to 

help build and support the Flight 93 National Memorial. By 

June 2007, the total raised by Moose efforts was more than 

$420,000; to date the total amount is nearing $600,000. This 

amount is considerably more raised toward the Memorial 

than by any other fraternal or service organization.

The LOOM currently has the Bull Moose Program running which entitles 

you to a free drink when you sign up a member and a free drink every day 

thereafter until someone else sponsors a member.

We have 

had several incidents of guests purchasing items from the bar and 

returning many times over the two visit limit.  When this happens it 

jeopardizes our non-profit status and could lead to severe consequences 

for the Lodge.  We are going to step up our enforcement efforts to correct 

this.  You are responsible for your guest.  It is your duty to make sure they 

do not purchase anything and abide by the rules.  Everyone is welcome at 

our Lodge, but we are a private club and have to abide by the rule of law.  

If a guest comes in repeatedly, they obviously enjoy the club and they 

should have no problem becoming a member.

The lodge provides a 

bartender form 6-10pm and it has become more popular every weekend. I 

hope to see everyone participating in their favorite Moose sport.

Visit from the Sarah Hudgins Foundation, Otherwise known as Tidewater 

The Sarah Bonwell Hudgins Foundation, Inc. was chartered in 1967 as a tax exempt, non-profit corporation and named as a memorial to 

Mrs. Hudgins by her children.  It supports dynamic programs for people with mental and/or physical disabilities. 

The Foundation helps enable the disabled with a place to work, a place to live in a safe, caring environment, and a place to learn to live 

independently.   

 

The Foundation provides that support on a 38-acre campus located in Hampton, Virginia.  Included are residences, a 

vocational/industrial center, a commercial kitchen/cafeteria, a gymnasium, and an inclusive state-of-the-art Child Development Center.  

They provide a home to services that improve the lives of adults and children with disabilities. 

 

For over 34 years, Franconia Moose Family Center has hosted the Saran Hudgins Foundation and this year will be no exception.  What 

started out over 30 years ago, from a phone call to the Moose Lodge asking to use our facilities for a restroom stop on their way to a 

Washington DC zoo, to now, an annual event.  Each year, normally the first week of October, the members and volunteers wait in joy, 

excitement and pure happiness for the buses that are transporting the people from the Sarah Hudgins Foundation in Hampton, Virginia 

to visit the Franconia Lodge for a day of fun-filled activities.  This is the Lodgeôs premier event of the year, known as ñTidewaterò. 

 

From the moment they arrive in the late morning, their day begins with a warm greeting of Lodge and Chapter members, cheering each 

special person as they arrive.  These special people are treated with an outdoor picnic, followed by music and dancing.  Each year, the 

Franconia Fire Department and Fairfax County Police Department make a visit, demonstrating fire fighting techniques as well as 

showcasing their fire trucks and squad cars, handing out fire hats and honorary deputy badges.  Last year we had a special presentation 

by the Coast Guard Drill Team, displaying a show filled with action and pride.  Later in the afternoon, the visitors are encouraged to 

participate in a Special Olympics, with each person receiving prizes and ribbons.   

 

Later in the evening, our guests from the Foundation are served dinner, followed by a talent show, more music and dancing, and of 

course, a visit from Elvis.   

 

Before the group departs on their long journey to Hampton, Virginia, the Franconia Moose Family Center donates money they have 

raised throughout the year.  Last year, the Lodge donated $12,550.40.  In total for the past 34 years, the Lodge has donated over 

$100,000 to the Sarah Hudgins Foundation.

, the Franconia Moose Family Center held its 11th Annual Golf Tournament at the Fort Belvoir Golf Course.  We had 100 

golfers this year and all enjoyed a great day of fun and competition with their fellow golfers.
